At our last club meeting, the membership votedhmpgroposec
changes to the club Constitution and By-Laws byrexip
mately 95% (by those in attendance). However, eonwas
raised as to whether the legalize of the previomssGtution
and By-Laws meant “simple majority” of members pr&s or
“simple majority” of the entire membership.

The President called a special council meeting ediWwsday, September 30th to discyss
these issues. After a long discussion, the codeterred to Robert’s Rules of Order tg
settle the issue. In short, 30% of the membenséguled to vote “yes” to enact the
changes. At present, our total membership couit imembers. Thirty percent would pe
25 votes. Out of the 35 members present, 32 wotedact the changes to the club COE-
stitution and By-Laws, 1 vote against, 1 vote abs@h and 1 ineligible voter based on

family membership. Therefore, the 32 “yes” votsen at the last club meeting was spf-
ficient to enact the new Constitution and By-Laws.
